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Lieutenant Connor O’Donnell is a native of Freeport, Maine and graduated from Yarmouth High School in 
2011. Following high school, he attended the United States Naval Academy and graduated in 2015 with a 
bachelor’s degree in Operations Research. 

After commissioning and completing Aviation Preflight Indoctrination aboard NAS Pensacola, Connor joined 
the VT-2 “Doerbirds” in Milton, Florida. Upon completing primary flight training in the T-6B Texan II, he 
moved west to Kingsville, Texas where he remained for 2 years while 

completing intermediate and advanced training in the T-45C Goshawk. In May of 2018, LT O’Donnell 
received his Wings of Gold and orders to the “Vikings” of VAQ-129 in Whidbey Island, Washington for 
training in the EA-18G Growler. One year later, Connor completed VAQ-129’s syllabus and joined the 
“Cougars” of VAQ-139.
